The amount of time & effort put in by these people was phenomenal & their efforts  
largely contributed to the success of the event. 
 
I thank these people personally & the membership thanks you as well. 
  
I would also like to thank our members for their generous contribution of a portion 
or all of their match fees & for those that carried buckets around the district 
collecting donations with a special mention to Nathan Gauci, after the Junior 
league matches on Saturday at West Belconnen a bucket from Seifert Oval that 
had been taken to Kippax from the night before was left in the change rooms, it 
had the princely sum of 50c in it …. Nathan took it upon himself to put his pink 
jumper back on, went back into the club & walked around getting donations … by 
the time he had left the bucket was half full with hundreds of dollars of donations 
in it ….

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EXECUTIVE OFFICER'S REPORT 
 
Without the support of our financial sponsors – Capitol Chilled Food (Canberra 
Milk), The Braddon Club, ActewAGL and The Sports Club Kaleen, our Association 
would not be able to provide the level of service to our members and the Rugby 
League community as a whole.  
 
These companies were also fundamental with the support of our Charity 
Weekend. Special thanks also go the Canberra Raiders and Canberra Region 
Junior Rugby League who not only supported the weekend by allowing us to take 
a „bucket‟ around the grounds seeking donations, they also participated at our 
Fundraising Dinner by purchasing tickets. Through the „bucket‟ donations we were 
able to raise $4,636.00. Many of our members also donated their match fees from 
the weekend (25

th
 July), representing a further $3,720. The Pink & Blue Tie “Xmas 

in July” function was held at the Woden Southern Cross Club with members 
purchasing tickets for $120, or Clubs and Companies purchasing tables for 
$1,200. The Association booked the „Birth of Origin‟ show featuring Tommy 
Raudonikis and Artie Beetson. After expenses a further $5,974 was raised. This 
brought the total raised to $14,330 and this will be divided equally ($7,165) 
between the Breast Cancer and Prostrate Cancer Foundations. A big thank you 
must go to Deb Kanak and Julie Hanson for the work they did in organising this. 
There are many others who helped make the night a success. Thank You. 
 
The Canberra District Rugby League (Canberra Raiders), Canberra Region Junior 
Rugby League and New South Wales Rugby League Referees Association also 
contribute towards the financial position of our Association through Administration 
and Development Grants. This allows us to develop new talent and continue with 
a high standard of refereeing on the paddock where it matters to players and 
spectators. The use of Northbourne Oval as a training venue assists all members. 
 
Again this year was a very trying year with appointments and shortage of 
numbers, but on the positive side our recruitment was beyond expectations with 
nineteen (19) new members completing the Level 1 course. Our Appointments 
Board fulfilled their roles with distinction. We sometimes forget about the amount 
of time and personal commitment that various members put in each week even 
when the season is finished. Unfortunately our Deputy Director of Referees, 
Neville HARRADINE was diagnosed with brain cancer early in the year. It was 
great to see him appear at the Junior Semi-Finals series and our Annual 
Presentation Night. Our working relationship with the CRJRL Administration could 
not be stronger and we thank Karen Ebsworth, Jenny Maloney and Wendy 
Bennett for their patience and support with the many changes which were required 
to be made during the year. 
 
Our NRL Grand Final trip, continues to be popular with members and our numbers 
grow each year. 
 
There were many outstanding achievements by members this year:- 

 Michael LAVERTY received an appointment as In Goal Touch Judge 
Toyota Cup Grand Final 
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 Julie HANSON received the AAMI Service to Refereeing Award; and

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FINANCIAL REPORT 
 
 
2009 saw Julie HANSON take over the role from Kylie O‟NEILL who transferred to 
Brisbane after securing a job with the QRL as Development Officer - Women‟s, 
University and Masters. 
 
The finance role is very demanding and time consuming especially at the back 
end of the season when it is time to commence final payments to referees. 
Unfortunately not everything went to plan and payments took longer to process 
than expected. In 2010, we will be moving to the Sportzware Central appointment 
system which should make the end of season reconciliation process much 
quicker. The system has the potential for members to log on to a website and 
check the appointments they have completed. 
 
As you will see from the Balance Sheet & Profit and Loss Reports, the Association 
is in a healthy state of affairs, although we need to work quickly on reducing the 
Trade Debtors (money owing to the Association) to enable us to pay a number of 
outstanding bills. Unfortunately due to the cash flow the Profit & Loss Report 
(Cash) shows a loss of -$13,099.76. A better gauge of how the Association is 
travelling is the Profit & Loss Report (Accrual) which shows a small profit of 
$1,080.15. This represents the situation if all monies had been received & paid in 
the financial year rather than have Creditors and Debtors. This would also indicate 
that in 2010 we got the mix correct with our expenditure. Our Total Equity is a 
healthy $40,074.92. 
 
Although only a small profit was shown for the year we must remember that we 
purchased a significant quantity of the new „pink‟ referees jumpers and socks in 
2009 and therefore our requirement in 2010 will be reduced. We have again 
consolidated our positions with our sponsors which will enable us to continue to 
supply or subsidise gear handed out to members, enabling everybody to 
concentrate on refereeing. To continue this process we will also need to critically 
examine our expenditure and gear allocation policy, which is currently being 
undertaken by the Board. 
 
We also had to obtain the services of an external auditor (CPA) as our Income 
rose above the $150,000.00 limit as imposed by the ACT Incorporations Act. The 
Audit report is attached. What makes our system simple to audit is that we deal in 
very little cash, and almost all transactions are conducted via internet banking or 
cheques. It was also beneficial to the Association for them to confirm that our 
current account structure within MYOB is suitable for our business.
